Some of you may remember her a one of the Children of the Dump. �Eveling is currently staying with D'Lisa Simmons and Michael Barnes but will be moving into her own apartment. D'Lisa and Michael could use some help and especially if you are familiar with dealing with the challenges of the blind. Here's where D'Lisa can use some help. Please contact D"lisa at 713.383.2765 or � HYPERLINK mailto:simmons5890@msn.com ��simmons5890@msn.com ��Some ideas for help from other Rotarians: �Eveling LOVES music, so if anyone has concert tickets she would love to go. A Saturday night and Sunday at someone's home. New home orientation and navigation are going to be challenging, but she needs to learn this. Stairs should not be a problem if she knows where they are located. Someone to take her out for a walk (without letting her "hang" on the guide) is something that is really proving to be good for her. This forces her to use navigational and orientation skills. Memorial Park/ Rice stadium loop? We need a (female, please) roommate for Eveling for District Conference. She is registered and paid, and will not be able to join us until Friday afternoon. Bill & Jackie will be at the conference and can assist with guiding. Someone who can help teach her to cook on a grill. Open flame fire/gas grill are the cooking options in Nicaragua. Someone to help Eveling learn about using kitchen utensils (chop chop with the knife, etc) and re-emphasizing good nutritional values. While she has been exposed to the food groups in class in Nicaragua,she has had no instruction on the food pyramid or good nutrition. Staple food in Nicaragua is beans and rice, but she doesn't know how to make either, nor cut a mango. A trip to the Zoo, with request for the "enrichment" tour by the staff......you get to go in the back room and hold the snakes and lizards! Eveling would love to do some gardening. Anyone else who has a garden and needs help with potting some plants should please give us a call! Any kind of activity that is tactile rather than visual. If we do something visual with her, we have to constantly narrate what we're seeing, which is of little value to Eveling right now.
