Q. Is it proper for Space Center Rotary Club toĐ
be a member of the Clear Chamber of Commerce?Đ

A. No. The Rotary Manual of Procedure states “AĐ
club should not become a member of or assumeĐ

obligations of membership in any otherĐ
organization. Its officers and committees may sit inĐ

council with officers and committees of otherĐ
organizations, but without authority to bind the club.Đ
A Rotary club does not have the authority to join orĐ
bind its members to any other organization. ClubsĐ
are encouraged to work together as partners withĐ

other clubs in a city or metropolitan area to developĐ
and maintain long-term service activities, or withĐ
other service organizations, provided that allĐ

participating clubs receive identifiableĐ
recognition in joint service efforts.Đ
